(In case you don’t know, from left

to right: Larry, Moe, Curly.) | think the

stick guy at the top is running away from The
Three Stooges. | would, too. Notice that he

is trying to get away really fast, as heis

There is just one simple stick drawing near
the top right corner of this page. The other
drawing you see is actually on the reverse
side of this sheet. You'll see that one a
little later in this book.

Apparently, Carl must have been having a bad
day when he drew the stick guy getting
aggressive with the other stick guy. | wonder

if the kid down the street threw something at
Carl that day, and maybe Carl was getting
back at him by acting out on paper. That's my
best guess. Carl has been taught he should not
take revenge, so maybe it was his way of venting.

Also, if you read his paragraph, this seems to
confirm that he was, indeed, having a bad day.
Look at his attitude about school. What a grump.

| really don’t know why there’s a burping guy

blowing the hair off another guy. Maybe that
kind of thing happens at Carl's dream house.
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A Limerick

Here’s another example of how Carl did more
than he needed to. His teacher only asked for
a limerick. She did not ask for the limerick

to be illustrated.

At times when | read through his notebooks, |
see signs that Carl is more ambitious in

school than he lets us think he is. Just look

at the visual aid he gave--a nice picture of

the cow driving the snow plow and taking down
a mailbox.
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Chicken and Another Cow

Might as well continue with the cow theme.
This one really baffles me. Clearly, these
stick figures are wearing costumes, if you
want to call them costumes. They are more
like bizarre adornments, if you ask me.

Let's start with the top stick figure. This
stick figure has put on what looks like a red
rubber glove on its head to represent a
chicken comb, a chicken bill that looks more
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like a duck bill, and tail feathers. And then
it's doing some sort of chicken dance. |
wonder where he got the red rubber glove? |
can only find them in off-white or opaque
white at the store.

The bottom stick figure is wearing a helmet
or hat that has cow horns and a spotted cow
pattern. It is also wearing a cow snout. And
get this, it's got on some sort of underwear-
type thing that has a tail, and this garment
also has a spotted cow pattern. Those blocky
things on its hands and feet? | don’t know if
they are actually the stick guy’s hands and
feet or if they are mittens the stick guy put
on that look like cow hooves. What do you
think?

Wow. What was Carl thinking? | don’t even

know what the assignment was that he drew
this on.
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Dog and Bird

Since we are still on the subject of animals,
we might as well continue observing Carl's
animals. Notice that this time around, they
are not stick figures. This little scrap was
taken from a piece of Carl’s notebook paper
that | fished out of the garbage can. It had
pizza stains and tomato sauce all over, but |
managed to save the drawings.

| found it interesting that the dog, who

might otherwise be cute, looks ready to tear
off someone’s head. Also, notice how large
his head is compared to his body. I think
Carl fell asleep during the part of art class
that talked about drawing figures with proper
proportions.

Now, the bird is more properly proportioned.

| cannot tell what species of bird it is, but
| can tell it is a perching bird, unlike a
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penguin, which is not a perching bird. Notice
it is perching on one of the lines of the

paper. It also has some weird hairdo. Carl
has seen chickens that have weird, foofy hair
like a mop. Maybe that's where Carl got the
idea for the hair. If you are an

ornithologist (bird expert), maybe you can

tell me what species of bird this is.
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Dog and Cat

Let’s look at one more animal doodle. It's
another one with a dog. It might be the same
dog as the one on page 16, but | can'’t tell
for sure. One resemblance is the extra-large
head. | wonder how it can support such a
large head. You would think he might tip
over.

Now the nose looks too large to be the same
dog as the one on page 16. Whether or not
it's the same dog, at least this one does not
look like it's going to tear off anyone’s

head. It looks either bored or sleepy and
does not look like a threat to the cat.

The round-headed cat looks a bit puzzled by
the dog. She might be wondering if she should
wait until he gets a little closer before she

runs away, or if she should DOYYNNNG his big
nose. Notice that the cat's head also is a
smidge big for its body. Carl must work on his
proportions.

Why does it say, “Yellowstone National” under
them? Carl was probably writing about
Yellowstone National Park. Since he has never
been there, maybe he thinks there is dog and
cat wildlife at Yellowstone. Wrong.
